This course is the study of significant individuals, groups, ideas, events, eras and developments in the history of the world, from 1400 to the present.
SSHB 3020 WORLD HISTORY						GRADES
Prerequisite:	SSHA 3020						CREDIT ½
This course is a second semester continuation of SSHA 3020, World History.

GRADING: Tests will make up 75% of students grades. Papers, blog entrees, quizzes and projects will make up the rest. It is imperative that students are ready for tests if they plan to do well. 
ATTENDANCE: there is no substation for being in class. If a student misses class it is their responsibility to get any notes that were taken, handouts, and work that was assigned. 
ASSIGNMENTS AND LATE WORK: Work will be due either at the end of the hour, end of the day, or the first of the hour. If it is not handed in when due it is an automatic 5% off, 10% per day will be taken off thereafter.
MATERIALS: It is beneficial to the student to have a 3 ring binder to take notes in and be able to keep handouts and assignments in. Students are expected to have their book and materials with them every day of class.
INTEGRITY OF THE ACADEMIC PROCESS: Cheating will not be tolerated. If caught cheating the student will receive a zero on that assignment. Students are expected to do and submit their own work and not that of others.
